iIncreases floor to floor, modulating unit types while expanding views as residents ascend the building. As view corridors
expand at the higher levels, wider glazing and tapered precast elements creates a sense of lightness. Base panels are at
their widest, visually grounding the tower and, through the inherent permanence of the material, offering a reassuring 8

presence for the senior residents.
